1 relesse.

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Introduction to Whistler Beta 2 Release

The Whistler version does not represent aradical architectural departure from Microsoft
Windows 2000. Rather, Whistler isan extension of the Windows 2000 operating system
environment developed to enhance the customer experience and improve the overall usability and
deployment. Code developed for use under Windows 2000 should work with Whistler with few
exceptions.

In addition to providing enhanced functionality, Whistler is the version of Windows operating
system that unifies Microsoft’s operating system code base and provides a common code base for
all of their OS versions from the desktop to the data center. Additionally, Microsoft is providing
Whistler in both 32-bit and 64-bit editions. The 64-bit edition will support the upcoming Intel
Itanium processors. However, this document will deal only with the 32-bit editions of Whistler
Server and Whistler Advanced Server with Compag servers based on the |A-32 architecture.

Supported Configurations

Whistler Beta 2 should load and run with virtually any Compaq product that meets the
recommended hardware requirements established by Microsoft. However, it is not possible for al
hardware and software configurations to be tested by Compag during the early beta phase. The
listing of a particular system or option in the tables that follow does not mean that all of the
subsystems embedded in that system are fully tested, or that al systems and options have
undergone extensive functional testing.

Carefully review this document for the recommended requirements and possible issues you might
encounter. Thiswill make the best use of your resources and testing scenarios. Do not use this
document as your sole source of information.

service and reliability.

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Compaq SmartStart Support Limited for Whistler Beta 2

Installing Whistler Beta 2 via SmartStart Assisted Path is not supported for pre-release versions
of Whistler. Compaq SmartStart Assisted Path does not provide an option to install Whistler.

SmartStart can be used to perform a simple system configuration by using the SmartStart manual
path and by sdlecting Windows 2000 as the operating system. Selecting Other as the operating
system in the Compag System Configuration Utility forces a default that causes the system to act
in an unpredictable manner.

Once the simple system configuration completes, follow the instructions starting with step 5
found on page 11 of this document.

Pre-Installation

Obtain Recommended Support Software

device drivers, management agents, and utilities, supported under Whistler Beta 2 release.

Once the Compaqg Support Paq for Microsoft Windows 2000 Version 5.08A isinstalled, you can
use Compaq Insight Manager XE 2.1 available at,
http://www.compag.com/support/files/server/us/downl oad/9225.html to manage your Whistler
Beta 2 servers. Compag Insight Manager X E requires that Microsoft SQL Server or Microsoft
Database Engine (MSDE) be installed prior to installing Compag Insight Manager XE. MSDE is
delivered in the Compag Insight Manager XE SoftPag. Compaqg Insight Manager XE 2.1
currently runs under Microsoft Windows NT 4.0™ and Microsoft Windows® 2000.

2. Obtain the latest Compag System Configuration Utility at
http://www.compag.com/support/fil es/server/us/downl 0ad/9850.html and create the
associated bootable diskette set. Invoke the utility and verify that all system configuration
options conform to those listed for the platform you have chosen.

Installation Procedure

Compaq does not support upgrading from any Microsoft Operating System to Whistler Beta 2.
Whistler Beta 2 is supported on Compaq Servers as anew installation only.

IMPORTANT: Compagq does not recommend installing Whistler Beta 2 in a production
environment. Whistler Beta 2 tests should only be performed in isolated test environments.

Compaqg Supported Installation

To produce a Whistler Beta 2 installation fully supported by Compag, follow these steps when
setting up the system. Read the sequence completely before you begin.

1. Select asupported system platform from the server platforms listed in Table 2. Supported
system platforms for Whistler Beta 2.

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2. Inspect the system to confirm that it conforms to the platform-specific configuration listed in
Table 2. Supported system platforms for Whistler Beta 2. If necessary, update the system and
option ROMs as specified in Table 2. Supported system platforms for Whistler Beta 2, and
Table 4.

Compagq ProLiant ML330 and ML350 servers appear to be “frozen” during
GUI-mode Whistler setup

During installation of Whistler Beta 2 on ProLiant ML330 and ML 350 servers, the system often
appearsto be “frozen” and continues installation only if mouse or keyboard activity occurs. In
addition, if the server is connected to aKVM (Keyboard/Video/M ouse switch), the mouse cursor
tracking may appear to be very slow at various times during and after the installation.
