	REDMOND, Wash — Nov. 27, 1995 — Microsoft Press announced today that new shipments of “Microsoft® Windows® 95 Resource Kit” are being rushed to book and software retailers worldwide to meet continued strong demand for technical information about the Microsoft® Windows® 95 operating system.  Since its publication in August, the book and companion CD have dominated computer book best-seller lists with over 500,000 copies sold.


	“We haven’t seen this much interest in a single computer book title for years,” said John Helmus, divisional merchandise manager at Barnes & Noble.  “Late summer is traditionally a slow month in the computer book business, but the ‘Windows 95 Resource Kit’ and the release of Windows 95 changed all that this year.”


	Despite an initial print run of 250,00 copies, certain stores reported spot shortages of the $49.95 book in the first few weeks it was available.  After the release of Microsoft Windows 95, many retailers sold out of the book simply by displaying it next to the software. 


“We knew we had a hit on our hands right away,” said Elton Welke, Microsoft Press general manager.  “Now, with nearly 1 million copies in print, our challenge is rounding up enough paper to keep the presses rolling.”


The 1,300-page book and companion CD (ISBN 1-55615-678-2) provide leading-edge technical information and tools to assist advanced users, programmers, corporate developers and support professionals who are planning on or considering implementing the Microsoft Windows 95 operating system.
