To see if Dial-Up Networking is installed, click Start,


point to Programs, point to Accessories, and see if an icon


for Dial-Up Networking exists.





If you have a Dial-Up Networking icon, Dial-Up Networking


is installed and ready to use. If you do not have a Dial-Up


Networking icon, add Dial-Up Networking. To do so,


follow these steps:





1. Click Start, then Settings, then click Control Panel.


2. Double-click Add/Remove Programs.


3. On the Windows Setup tab, click Communications (do not


	click the check box next to Communications),


	then click Details.


4. Click to select the Dial-Up Networking check box,


	then click OK.


5. On the Windows Setup tab, click OK. Windows 95 now


	installs the necessary components to use


	Dial-Up Networking.





To create a connection for a PPP account, follow these steps:





1. Click Start, point to Programs, point to Accessories,


	and then click Dial-Up Networking.
